Do you own polices with previous companies called Lutheran Brotherhood or Aid Association 
for Lutherans?  The merged company is now called Thrivent Financial for Lutherans. Due to the 
U.S. privacy acts we cannot ask the company for your names; however, we need to know your 
name in order to qualify to receive matching funds for events we sponsor. 

When having a fundraiser, our church groups (ex: Youth Group, WELCA, etc.) could receive up 
to $1600 per year in matching funds.  In simple terms, this is an extra $1600 a year of free 
money. You have an opportunity to make a difference in our Lutheran congregation. 

Each congregation has three congregational co-coordinators; ours presently are Bill Runnion, 
Dick Johnson, and Millie Knodle.  These co-coordinators deal with the home office and fill in 
the appropriate forms.
